PhD. or equivalent in a relevant discipline is required by 

May 2010. Knowledge of programming languages used in GIS, experience with 

geospatial analysis and online mapping applications are also highly desirable.

Applicants must show 

a commitment to teaching and working collaboratively within an interdisciplinary 

program.
