· A maximum of two awards per semester

· A maximum of $5,000 may be requested per application

· Applications will be judged by a committee made up of Faculty designated by Department of Geography Chair.

Qualifications 
· Researcher or research team consist of students; either undergraduate students, graduate students, or a combination of both.
· The research must be interdisciplinary; either across disciplines within Geography or including Geography and other academic disciplines.
· At least one member of the research team must be a student in the Department of Geography

· Faculty advisor must hold an affiliation with the Department of Geography.

· Narrative description of the research to be conducted

· Budget 
· Submission of required documents must be submitted by May 1 for Autumn awards and October 1 for Spring Awards.

· Autumn award report due by September 30th (within 30 of expiration of funds)
· Spring award report due by June 30th (within 30 of expiration of funds)
